Rusty Scalf has agreed to lead San Rafael again .
We went over his process and the areas covered and this is what he did:
He went from the San Rafael Bridge to Pickleweed Park.
He had another group led by Liz Lewis at Dominican (need description)
Another group went to the cemetery and (need description) park .
 
This does not really correspond with the map I have on the MAS website which shows a single  1 mile line from Black Canyon to Las Gallinas.
 
Go to Marin Art and Garden Center which is in Ross

 
From Liz Lewis:.
Last year, Rusty and I covered what I understood to be the San Rafael portion of the SoMa CBC which included a portion of Ross (the Marin Art and Garden Center). 

I am copying Rusty here to make sure I accurately listed all the areas we visited within San Rafael and Ross, last year since we covered these areas as two separate teams. 

Rusty, Emily and Ken covered the San Rafael shoreline from San Rafael Bay (near the McNear Brickyard) including, 
· Loch Lomond Marin
· Pickleweed Park
· Spinnaker Point Ponds and the Bay trail along Starkweather Shoreline Park to the base of Richmond San Rafael Bridge. 
·  Marin Art and Garden Center, Ross

I covered Barbier Park along Gold Hill Grade, portions of Dominican neighborhood, San Rafael High School athletic fields, Boyd Park, and portions of Mahon Creek along BSt near the former WildCare Center. I spent about 2.5 hours at the first three locations. During the late morning and early afternoon hours I covered a few upland areas in eastern San Rafael including San Pedro Elementary and a Fire Road trail into southern China Camp State Park. 

It would be really great to add the sub area maps to the Southern Marin Base Map (the one on the Audubon site). One could either add the lines by hand (hand drawn) or via Google Earth and then post the separate jpeg files for each area (like Susan did for the Cheep Thrills count) to the MAS CBC page. 

It's great you are asking the area leaders to document the areas they cover for the SoMA CBC. Alternatively, you could ask leaders to send you their ebird lists or better yet an eBird trip report. There are links on the NAS site explaining how to use eBird and trip reports for your CBC count, you can always point volunteers to those links and perhaps you already do.
